Auditions. 

Our Musical Director, Neil Mantle, gives a simple audition to new applicants.   You will be asked to sing from a short piece of your own choice (for instance from an oratorio chorus or aria, classical song or folk-song, etc.).  You will also be asked to sing scales to assess the range and the blending quality of your voice, and to undertake simple tests to show reasonable sight-reading ability and a good musical ear.

Rehearsals

The choir rehearses weekly on Tuesday evenings at 7.30 pm at St Cuthbert’s Church, Lothian Road. commencing on 7th September 2010.  Attendance at rehearsals is of paramount importance and members are required to attend all rehearsals except for pressing reasons.  Anyone missing more than 25% rehearsals for a concert must ask the Conductor’s permission to sing in the relevant concert.  It is also expected that members will participate in all concerts.

NB Rehearsal venue will be subject to review as at Christmas 2010.

Concerts

We normally perform three concerts per year. We are accompanied by either Sinfonia (Neil Mantle’s orchestra) or a professional chamber orchestra. Occasionally we perform a predominantly a capella concert.  Our soloists are normally professionals.

Dress

Dress for concerts varies.  It is normally long black dresses (or long skirt and long sleeved blouse) for women and black dinner jackets for men.  Recent performances of the Bach Passions have been in sombre casual clothes.

Tickets

High ticket sales are crucial to the Society’s financial viability.  Members are encouraged to be actively involved in selling concert tickets, although no minimum ticket sales per person are required.

Subscriptions

Annual subscription rates are currently £100 per annum. For full time students or unemployed the subscription rate is £50. For new members under the age of 26 on 31st May in the year of joining the subscription is £25.  Payment should be made to the Treasurer Kenneth Ritchie - please contact him at your first rehearsal.

Music Scores

Members are expected to obtain copies of all music.  Our Librarian will obtain scores for you at a cost of around £40 to £50 per annum, unless you already have them or wish to purchase them yourself, please note that it is advisable to have the specific edition we use for each work.
